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Declaration of intent for Länsstyrelsen i  Dalarnas län participating in the Competence Centre for Deep Geothermal Energy (DEGREE)
Reason for participation in the centre
The reason for Länsstyrelsen i Dalarnas län to participate in the competence center for deep geothermal energy is that we see this as a new and innovative method of energy supply that could play an important role in the energy transition. Our mandate with responsibility for regional energy planning includes maintaining a high level of knowledge about different types of energy sources and creating/supporting the structures, methods and collaboration needed to make the transition. We also have a role to increase the knowledge on how environmental assessment of deep geothermal energy plants should be done.

The decentralized energy source is very relevant for reducing vulnerability. A competence center is really needed to take advantage of this potential and to reduce risks.
